APPLICATION GUIDELINES
Curative: 
Apply immediately at first signs of infection. Spray diseased plants using a concentration of 
1L Peratec PLUS Fungicide to 150 Litres of water.  Where there is a high concentration rate 
of a fungal growth Apply at a spray of 1L Peratec PLUS Fungicide to 100 litres of water.

Non-residual: 
Product can be sprayed up to the day of harvest. Peratec Plus Fungicide is effective 
immediately resulting in the drying up of all infected fruit.

Preventative:
Apply immediately at first signs of infection. Spray diseased plants using a concentration of 
PP: 1L to 150 litres of water.

Coverage:
• 	 Spray at the rate of 1000 Lt/Per hectare to run off DEPENDING ON AMOUNT OF FOLIAGE!

• 	 Peratec MUST have FULL CONTACT to be EFFECTIVE!

• 	 To obtain BEST results a neutral wetter is advisable to aid good coverage.

Disease Targeting: 
Product can be sprayed up to the day before harvest. Peratec Fungicide is effective 
immediately resulting in the drying up of all infected fruit.

The rule of thumb - the Three T’s of good spray application:
Type, Timing and Technique. Like three links in a chain, ensure each factor in spraying is of 
good quality for good management.

Mixing:
Reduced results may occur if hard water or water containing suspended clay or organic 
matter is used. Use the spray mix within 24 hours of preparation.

Compatibility:
Do not mix with other fungicides or pesticides.
